Option 1:

In this project, you will work in groups of no more than 3 to create a creative and thoughtful
commemoration project to raise awareness about the 1984 Sikh Genocide. Your project should
be artistic or creative in nature, providing a unique and insightful perspective on this historical
event. Through this project, you will demonstrate your understanding of the impact and
significance of the 1984 Sikh Genocide.

Assignment Objectives:

e To commemorate the 1984 Sikh Genocide through a creative and artistic lens.
e To raise awareness about the 1984 Sikh Genocide among your peers and the wider
community.
e To demonstrate your ability to communicate complex historical events through creative
expression.
Task Description:

1. Choose a creative format for your project (e.g., visual art, poetry, short film, music,
performance art).

2. Create a project that is thoughtful, insightful, and original, reflecting your understanding
of the 1984 Sikh Genocide.

3. Ensure that your project is not a replica of existing works but rather offers a fresh
perspective on the event. You can, however, use a “copy cat” format such as adopting
the format of “Humans of New York” on Instagram.

4. Provide a one-page written explanation (artist intent) accompanying your project,
describing how it represents and raises awareness about the 1984 Sikh Genocide.

5. Include references and works cited to acknowledge any sources used for inspiration or
research.
